
Colonial Newspaper Project

Your group are the owners of a colonial newspaper and you are outraged by the treatment of the British!  You and your group will create a newspaper discussing the actions of the British.

Your paper should be given a title and all news articles should contain headlines.  Use events leading up to the Battle of Lexington and Concord. 

1. News Articles - Each group member will produce at least 2 articles of 150 words or more discussing the facts of the event.  Cite all sources at the end of your story in small font (copy links – use legit sites – no wikipedia, no ask.com)

2. An editorial cartoon - The cartoon should make a political statement and be informative at the same time. You should draw this on paper in color and take a picture of it to submit into your paper.

3. Two editorial articles - one from the point of view of a British supporter and one from a rebel supporter.
4. You also don’t want unused “white space” in your newspaper so you need filler material – obituaries, advertisements… anything you might find in a newspaper.
YOU MUST CITE ALL SOURCES – failure to cite will result in a grade of zero.
